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Synopsis: Can you ever really go home again? In Patang, a successful Delhi businessman returns to his

familial home, urban-bred daughter in tow, for a surprise visit during India’s largest kite festival. The

excitement of their homecoming soon fades as long-held resentments and distrust surface.

Describe the use of color in the film. How is it used in the credits and throughout the film, and
why do you think it is important?

What does “tradition” mean? Why are traditions and yearly events important to us and to our
culture?

Have you ever seen an Indian film before? What preconceived notions did you have before you
saw the film?

How are families and children in the film very similar to families/children in your community or
culture? How are they different?
